Raymond Finch, Superior General of the Maryknoll Fathers and Brothers, said: “Fratelli Tutti is a call to live the
true power of the Gospel, to live a life of selfless loving, to open ourselves to a true encounter with our brothers and
sisters and in that process encounter God. It is a call to conversion, transformation and the fullness of life!

Ted Miles, Executive Director of the Maryknoll Lay Missioners, said: “Pope Francis invites us to broaden our
perspective of humanity, calling us to embrace an inherent and deep interrelatedness, and proposes a framework to
strive for solidarity, peace and unity. His analysis of world concerns and guideposts for our response are especially
needed as we consider what God’s mission requires of us amidst a pandemic and in a post-COVID reality to come.”
